The current complement of
nineteen generalists offers care in Obstetrics and Gynecology for the City of Hamilton, LHINs 3 and 4 (Waterloo Wellington, Hamilton Niagara,
Haldimand and Brant) covering a region with 30,000 deliveries per year. The successful applicant will have in addition to obstetrical and gynecological
residency training, evidence of additional advanced training in gynecological endoscopy beyond residency, such as a fellowship. The candidate will
demonstrate evidence of the completion of other specialty-related academic accomplishments. Special consideration will be given to candidates with
minimally invasive gynecological surgical skills including vaginal surgery and complex open gynecological and obstetrical surgery. The candidate will
have commitment to the academic mission of the department and to the principles of teaching residents and students. The successful candidate is
expected to have demonstrated skills in clinical education with all levels of learners and will provide leadership and training to future Obstetricians and
Gynecological surgeons.
