Support faculty and program staff in providing assistance and
information to students regarding undergraduate programs, and general academic and registration procedures and
policies.      
 Purpose and Key Functions:       
- Act as a first point of contact to the student community, respond to inquiries and provide information related to student
services that are specific in nature and require a thorough knowledge of established policies and procedures. 
- Assist in identifying barriers and other systemic or procedural issues within the program and forward these
observations to program, department or Faculty leads. 
- Deliver information at presentations and workshops. 
- Attend and participate in meetings. 
- Collect, analyze, assess, and summarize information relevant to the decision making process to support new initiative
for students. 
- Conduct database, literature, and web searches to find references and articles used for a variety of documents,
reports, and publications. 
- Refer students to appropriate resources on campus. 
- Update and maintain information in a variety of databases and spreadsheets. 
- Consult relevant documentation and liaise with appropriate resource persons to obtain and provide information on a
variety of diverse issues. 
- Plan and coordinate a variety of events and activities such as conferences, seminars, and workshops. 
- Format, word process, edit and proofread a variety of documents and materials. 
- Update and maintain information on websites and social networks. 
- Write a variety of documents such as correspondence, procedure manuals, reports, and minutes. Assemble, copy,
collate, and disseminate a variety of documents and materials.
