This is a permanent part time (0.66 FTE) position, with the opportunity to pick up additional shifts to supplement the part time hours. Shifts are rotating
days, evenings, and nights with shift times of 07:30 to 13:30, 16:00 to 22:00, and 23:00 to 07:00 (5.5 hrday shifts, 5.5 hr evening shifts, and 8.0 hr
night shifts).
