The Seed Orchard Labourer position is responsible for picking cones and carrying out a variety of
general labour activities relating to the care and maintenance of seed orchards. This role maintains
grounds, orchards, holding areas, and plantations; including but not limited to mowing and weeding,
applying fertilizers, attaching tree labels/tags, field layout, rock picking, and assisting other staff. The
Seed Orchard Labourer plants trees, rootstock, and grafted ramets into orchards, holding beds, and
pots and collects/picks orchard cones and pollen with the use of orchard ladders and lifts.
Qualifications for this role include:
