This position is accountable to the Head
Athletic Therapist to provide therapeutic treatments involved in the prevention, immediate care, and rehabilitation and reconditioning of sports injuries
sustained by student-athletes at the University.  Accountabilities Interview patients and conduct physical examinations. Recognize, assess, manage,
and rehabilitate musculoskeletal injuries. Initiate, design, and implement specialized therapy programs. Observe and analyze patients during treatment
sessions. Refer injured patients to the appropriate specialized medical personnel as required. Consult with medical professionals on patients&#39;
progress and treatment plans. Create, update, and maintain electronic and hard copy patient charts, injury, and treatment records. Gather and compile
information required to write, update and maintain a variety of documents. Develop and deliver presentations and information seminars. Advise
patients on appropriate exercise and rehabilitation programs. Assist with the fitting of standard and custom sport injury braces. Liaise between student
athletes and coaches. Provide first-aid training. Plan and coordinate the scheduling of student field therapists for coverage at required games and
practices.
