Some travel will be required to other company locations for project support,
temporary assignments, meetings or training. This position is based out of Airdrie or Stettler, AB and will report to the
Battler River Manager.
Travel to other company locations for temporary assignments, meetings or training will be required. Travel will involve
some overnight stays away from home base (estimated up to 40%-50% of work schedule).
