The Maples Adolescent Centre is a program of Provincial Services Division of the Ministry of Children and Family
Development. The Maples is a designated provincial mental health facility providing on-site and community programs,
outreach and ancillary services to collaboratively support youth, families and communities. The Maples target population
consists of youth in British Columbia with significant psychiatric and behavioural difficulties, ages 12 to 17, as well as
youth found Not Criminally Responsible by Reason of a Mental Disorder (NCRMD) or unfit to stand trial.

Under the general direction of a Program Coordinator, and as a member of a multi-disciplinary team, the Shift
Supervisor directs and supervises the comprehensive delivery of childcare and nursing services. This involves
supervising Childcare Counsellors and Psychiatric / Registered Nurses, as well as carrying out pre-assessment and
treatment services for severely thought disordered or conduct disordered adolescents admitted to the Maples
Adolescent Centre.
