The position works directly with Indigenous Peoples and BCTS staff to plan and facilitate legal
consultation processes (i.e. preparation, engagement, accommodation, decision and follow-up) consistent with legal
requirements, reconciliation and relationship building, and supports senior staff in negotiation and implementation of
business-to-business and relational agreements that contribute to effective and durable relationships with Indigenous
Peoples.
