As a skilled
negotiator, you will facilitate discussions with Indigenous communities regarding potential economic
opportunities and negotiate funding agreements and contracts. As a subject matter expert, you will
be providing advice to management on major land sales of surplus Crown land and preparing
presentations and Briefing Notes to support Executive decision-making.
